St. Xavier's University, Kolkata (SXUK) emerged from a

visionary idea first conceived in 2011 by Rev. Fr. Dr. John
Felix Raj, S.J., alongside the distinguished members of
the St. Xavier's College (Calcutta) Alumni Association.
This Initiative, known as SXC Vision 2020, laid the
foundation for the establishment of St. Xavier's
University. The vision was rooted in a deep
commitment to shaping an academic institution that

The creation of St. Xavier's University was driven by a profound desire to expand the scope of human
understanding and create a world-class platform for teaching, scholarship, and research. It aimed to
build a community of responsible and ethically aware citizens who could contribute meaningfully to the
growth and development of society.

During her address,
she proposed that the College be upgraded to the status of a university, or alternatively, that a separate
university be established under the Jesuit banner. The Government of West Bengal, in recognition of the

Jesuit mission, granted 17 acres of land in the rapidly developing area of New Town, Kolkata, where the
campus of St. Xavier’s University would be built.

St. Xavier's University was formally established with the aim of nurturing a generation of students
equipped with the skills, knowledge, and ethical foundation necessary to tackle the challenges of a
rapidly changing world. The university quickly gained recognition as a premier educational institution,
attracting young minds from across India and beyond. Its innovative approach to education, which
blends academic rigor with values of service, social justice, and community engagement, has made it a
preferred destination for students eager to make a meaningful impact in the world. The university also
provides an excellent platform for faculty and researchers who are dedicated to the values of
scholarship, intellectual curiosity, and cooperation.
